‘Barley ‘cross the Swere’ CD’s: Tony Elvidge
would like to remind parishioners that the CD's are
still available for sale in The George.

Salt Bins: Thanks go to Mick Cook who moved the
salt bin on Bloody Bones Lane to a more suitable
location. OCC have installed the salt bin in Church
Street; the Clerk has not received an invoice for
this yet. Councillors thanked villagers who used
salt from the bins recently to clear junctions in the
village. Please note that OCC will not provide any
more salt this year.

Public Participation: District Cllr O’Sullivan
advised that if government continues to cut grants
and services Parish Councils will have to increase
precepts to maintain the levels of service currently
offered (i.e. costs will have to be borne by villagers
to pay for necessary repairs, services etc.). This
year’s precept is not affected but a possible
increase in the precept should be expected from
2014 onwards.

22 Garden Club members were present.

Apologies from Bernard Lane, the Elvidges, Sara
Best, Naomi Light and Barbara Alt.

Members were welcomed by Gunilla Treen in the
Chair.

Minutes of 2012 were proposed by Mariann and
seconded by Rodney as an accurate record.
Chairman’s Report: Gunilla reported upon a
lively and successful year in which a monthly
Spade and Fork article had been written for the
Barford News highlighting events, speakers and
gardening tips; and a successful if wet Open
Gardens Day. There were trips to Hill Grounds at
Evenley in March, Ball Colegrave’s open day, and
Rousham in August. Speakers included Timothy
Walker and Anne Chambers. There was also a
Willow Workshop at Gunilla’s and a tree planting
of an oak in West Close for the Jubilee.

T OUR JANUARY MEETING we welcomed
Aback the ever-popular Tim Healey. On this

occasion his subject was The Green Man,
with particular reference to depictions within
Oxfordshire. The Green Man takes the form of a
head with tendril-like branches emerging from
eyes, nostrils, or mouth. Unlike other mythical
figures such as centaurs or satyrs, which are
referred to in literature, the Green Man is known
only through carvings, in this country usually inside
or outside churches.
They are among the
oldest carvings that we
have.

Leaf-mask figures feature in Indian temple art,
which is where Tim believes that the Green Man
began his existence. Depictions are also found in
Greek temples dedicated to Bacchus. The Green
Man probably became known in Western Europe
through contact with the sophisticated Islamic
culture of southern Spain and north Africa. He then
became westernized as the figure with which we
are familiar from our churches. He fell out of
favour in churches at the Reformation, only to be
domesticated as a decorative feature on furniture,
musical instruments and garden ornaments. He re-
appeared in gothic revival churches and has
enjoyed another vogue more recently with some
modern artists, John Piper being a notable example.
This was a fascinating talk, delivered with Tim’s
customary enthusiasm and panache.

The talk at our February meeting is Shaun Morley
speaking on ‘Drunk and Riotous: the Friendly
Societies of Oxfordshire’. The Deddington district
is likely to feature largely in this! (Too late to catch
our BN copy deadline but, of which, more next issue. Ed)

We welcome anyone who cares to come to our
meetings, which take place on the second
Wednesday of the month, 7.30pm at the Windmill
Centre.

Anglo-Saxon Brooch At Banbury Museum

A RARE ANGLO-SAXON BROOCH will be on show at
Banbury Museum until 27  April. The
brooch, found at West Hanney in 2009, is on loan
from the Oxfordshire County Council’s museum
service following several months of conservation
and investigation. It was discovered during a metal
detecting rally in West Hanney in 2009.

An excavation by Anni Byard, finds liaison
officer for Oxfordshire and West Berkshire, then
revealed the skeleton of a woman aged about 25,
together with two small pots.

The brooch dates from the 7th century and is
decorated with garnets and gold. Its style and fine
craftsmanship indicate that the individual buried at
West Hanney was of high social status.

Cherwell District Council’s deputy leader, Cllr
George Reynolds, said: “We’re very lucky to be
able to put this artefact on display at Banbury
Museum. It’s a beautiful object of both national and
local importance and follows on from similar
historic displays at the museum that have proved
very popular.”

This is the twentieth find of its type recorded in
England and the most westerly example - most
other finds are in Kent, East Anglia, Essex and
Bedfordshire.

Although we do not know where the brooch was
made, or whether its owner was a member of the
Gewisse (the tribal name of the local Saxons)
further investigation of the finds will increase our
understanding of the burial.

The reuse areas are being introduced in
response to feedback from residents that they
would like to be able to purchase and use
some of the good quality items that are
deposited at site.

Oxfordshire is currently the best county
council in England for recycling and
composting, and we want to continue to
improve, helping residents to produce less
waste and recycling as much as they can. The
onsite reuse trials will help us judge the
demand for these facilities and provide us with
information on amount of material that can be
reused through them.

Goods may be deposited by the public
directly in the reuse areas, and the contractor
will advise on where to leave goods for reuse
rather than placing them in the bins. A wide
range of goods will be able to be reused at the
sites, (for example crockery, collectables,
games, furniture and kitchen equipment)
although for the time being electrical items will
not be accepted as we do not have the
facilities to safety test them (although they can
still be placed in the electricals bins to be
recycled). Upholstered furniture and toys will
have to comply with safety standards before
being accepted for sale. The pricing and
sales of goods will be managed by the existing
site staff. T

Auto Crime

We have experienced a series of 8 thefts of
Catalytic converters from 4x4 vehicles in villages
to the north of Banbury, during January. Catalytic
converters are easy to steal and expensive to
replace. One simple and inexpensive way to reduce
the risk of your converter being stolen is to protect
it with a security marking and registration system.
Please help us in preventing any further offences of
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this type. Can you park your vehicle in a garage?
Can you make sure your vehicle is in a busy
location where people will notice if someone
suspicious is tampering with it? In most cases the
vehicles concerned have been parked in remote
locations over night sometimes with poor lighting.
You may also consider speaking to your local
mechanic about changing to tamper proof screws
making it much more difficult and less likely to be
targeted

Rural Thefts

During December we experienced 30 burglaries
to sheds, out buildings and garages. In response to
this Sgt Miller organised ‘Operation Jetty’, a
proactive operation to tackle this and catch the
offenders. Offenders had been stealing high value
tools, lawn mowers and garden equipment but
sometimes nothing has been taken. Breaks have
taken place across the whole area including
Adderbury, and Bodicote. The good news is, as a
result of the operation the team identified 5
offenders. They have all been arrested and
interviewed.

Community participation is the best way to tackle
crime in our neighbourhood and there are many
different roles that members of the public can assist
us with, from delivering crime prevention packs to
keeping watch at hotspot areas. If you have some
spare time and would like to get involved please
make contact with Sgt Richard Miller who will be
happy to discuss.

A REMINDER ABOUT MEDICATION
REVIEWS AND WHY WE DO THEM
Why do we do Medication reviews?
It is important to review medication regularly to
make sure that it remains safe, effective, cost
effective and is appropriate for you. It will help
you to get the most benefit from your medicines
and reduce the possibility of unpleasant side
effects.
How do we organise the medication reviews?
Each repeat prescription has a review date on your
computer record. This appears on the portion of
your prescription that is returned to you, with your
medicines.
The dispensary uses this as their authorisation to
issue the repeat prescription when you put in a
request for more medication. If the date expires,
you will be invited for review by a letter in the
prescription bag or a sticker or note attached to the
bag.
What happens at a medication review?
My name is Wendy Humphris,
I’m a trained Pharmacist and I
will do the review with you. |
will confirm which medicines
you are taking on a regular or ‘as
needed’ basis and make sure you ,
know why that medicine is prescribed and how to
take it or how to use devices such as inhalers. |
usually ask about any herbal remedies or
supplements as they can interfere with your
prescribed medicines. We can also discuss the
practical aspects of ordering and picking up your
medicines.
I can provide more information about treatments
and conditions to help you get the most from your
medicines. | will offer medication support where
necessary such as reminder charts or “dossett”
boxes or other appliances. I will try and answer any
guestions you have about the medicines you take.
The review date on the prescription will be
extended as appropriate, usually for 12 months but
circumstances vary.
I will also ensure that you have had the relevant
monitoring tests, which might be a blood pressure
check, diabetic or asthma review and will ask you
to make appointments for these where necessary.
I can take blood pressures and do inhaler checks
within these appointments.
| do not take blood - so if you need a blood test,
you will need to book in with Hayley Johnson our
phlebotomist or a nurse as well.
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I make a record of the review in your notes so it is
available to other practice staff as appropriate to
ensure smooth management of your care.
Requesting a medication review

You can request a medication review appointment
at any time. It is possible to request a review before
the expiry date on your prescription if there is
anything in particular you wish to discuss.

When do the reviews take place?

I am here on a Wednesday and Thursday for
appointments and telephone calls.

If you have already booked a review appointment,
please tell the dispensary staff when you request
your prescription, especially if your review date has
already expired. Please allow 2 working days from
request to receipt of medicines. o

new toddler group where the children are
learning to speak French!

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WHAT FOUR WEEKS of weather! Again I’'m
thankful that it is seasonally appropriate. It is
simply a travesty that we should get real
winter weather on land so waterlogged by 12
months of almost incessant rain. Many fields
are incapable of pasturing livestock; hay is
running short for store beasts and fodder; and so
much arable land has been — and is now even more
so — simply inaccessible to implements for seed
sowing and treatment

After a night of severe frost (—9°) January 16th
dawned on freezing fog with a rime frost and no
wind, although a N breeze picked up through the
day which achieved no higher temperature than —
4,5°. All Nature kept itself very much under
sheltering cover, the freezing fog returning at night
and falling to —6.5°.

The 17th arose under broken cloud and mist on a
pink sunrise, followed by a N breeze and sunny
spells. A very cold, heavy rime frost produced
magical glittering effects of sparkle and colour
from encrusted trees, hedges and landscape! A rise
in temperature to —1° brought calls from Green
Woodpeckers in the Oaks below Steepness — but it
wasn’t to last. A warmer, high pressure ridge
moving down from NW, hit the freezing ground
and air, resulting in falling snow as the air
moisture condensed and formed snowflakes.
Falling by 3pm, these increased and became heavy
throughout the evening.

After a night of —5°, next day arose to a bitter E
wind driving fine snow before it until about 3pm.
This produced a level fall of about 65mm (2-5")
and quite considerable drifting. Another night of —
5° ensued, but without snow.

The 19th produced a solid overcast all day and,
despite a cold N wind at —2°, a slight thawing from
late am to late pm.

At this time | was delighted by the increase in
variety and number of birds visiting my garden
feeding areas, which are usually quite sparse. This
continued for several days; here’s a list:—

Wood Pigeon Robin Magpie

Collard Dove Blackbird Jackdaw
Fieldfare Starling

Pied Wagtail Songthrush House Sparrow

Wren Long-tailed Tit Chaffinch

Dunnock Blue Tit Goldfinch
Great Tit Reed Bunting

The 20th was almost windless (NE). Fine snow
fell all day from breakfast time until after dark,
slightly thawing as it fell (despite a temp. of —1.5°)
but adding another 50mm (2") to that already
laying — total 115mm (4.5"). It froze hard again at
night, —5°.
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The 21st was windless with freezing fog
and breaks in the cloud from late morning.
Again there was slight thawing through
daylight hours, but night brought a savage —
10.5°.

By now the weather was drawing many
birds nearer to human habitation. Numbers of
Fieldfare were coming into the villages
although I found Redwings very few in numbers. A
Kite was circling over Hempton and also two more
over St. Michael, obviously looking out for food
scraps.

The frost eased noticeably on the 22nd especially
on surfaces sheltered from the NE wind, but at
night it froze again (—4.5°) with snowfall before,
and more heavily after, midnight.

The next three days were very similar; overnight
frost, overcast all day, not rising above 0.5°, but
slowly thawing. The exception was the 23rd when
an overnight snowfall added 38mm (1.5") to that
already laying. It continued to snow from 1pm for
six hours, sometimes heavy, sometimes light. Tod
Fox had worn a path across my lawn for weeks,
rarely leaving any marks of his mincing gait, but
now the snow had marked every step. Ha, ha! And |
now have three Reed Buntings, pecking at seeds
and dried mealworms!

I picked up a nice little flock of 17 Goldfinches
at the Post Office on the 24th, and later, at long last,
a Tawny Owl hooting below Steepness at 10.30
pm! We may yet get a nest locally!

On the 25th, the seemingly immutable NE
breeze disappeared, to be replaced by an equally
cold SW wind. A Raven attacked a group of
Carrion Crows below Steepness, trying to bully
them to drop some item of food, I suspect.

On the 26th the wind became more temperate as
befits a SW direction and a clear, brilliant sunrise
gleamed out over a light frost. The sky became
hazy and the thaw continued more quickly through
the day. A Raven croaked below Steepness and a
Buzzard circled low between Hempton and
Deddington. The female Steepness Kestrel hung on
the mild breeze a little to the W of Hempton. All
these sightings are a further indication of the
pressure put on birds of prey by bitter weather. |
happened to mention this to Ms. Muirhead at St.
John, who told me that a day or so previously her
neighbour saw two Buzzards, one of which
snatched a ‘crow’ in flight out of the sky!
Desperation or what? . . . Ms Muirhead also
mentioned that she had around twenty Blackbirds
feeding in her garden. These would have been
individuals from the huge influx caused by the
severe weather on the northern Continent. The day
achieved a temperature of 8° falling to 2.5°



overnight with heavy rain squalls. What a welcome
respite!

In the morning the snow had all but vanished!
Cloud cleared from a ragged sunrise by 9.30, as a
gusty SW wind blew across a bright sunny sky. The
crows below Steepness got their own back on the
bullying Raven, harrying him unmercifully in the
morning whenever he took off. . . And what of
birds at the feeders? . . . Hardly one to be seen all
day — back to normal, now that the snow has gone!

White frost on sheltered grass greeted a clear
sunrise on the 28th, but cloud was soon building on
a SW breeze, although the day did reach 8°. By
3pm a cold rain had set-in as the wind became
gusty. There was heavy overnight rain falling at 0°.
The morning was overcast, with heavy showers on
a chilly SW breeze continuing all day, however the
skies cleared before midnight.

The 30th began as a sunny day with variable
cloud and a strong SW blow. It turned showery (if
fine horizontal rain can be so described) and by
night the wind had risen to gale force. These last
days of January were not unpleasant, but Nature
kept its head low and little activity was to be seen.

The 31st was another almost featureless day of
variable cloud, with sunny periods and a strong W
wind achieving a temperature of 6.5° It sank no
lower than 2.5° during a wet night, as January
dissolved into February.

February the 1st was a replica of the day before,
reaching 6° but on a lighter breeze. However, there
was a hint of colder nights to come as this dropped
to —1°.

Now! . .. February 2nd is Candlemas Day, and
it has a somewhat nerve-racking old weather-saw
attached to it:—

Guess what the day was like! Early grass frost.
Cloudless sunrise. Virtually windless (NNW). A
little cloud through the afternoon at 4°. In other
words, a brisk, beautiful winter’s day! Say no more;
we shall see!

A severe drop in temperature around dusk and a
heavy frost (-5°) turning to rain, preceded dawn on
the 3rd. It was milder (8°) under a heavy overcast
and a breezy SW wind. Still few birds at the feeders
but a Green Woodpecker called below Steepness in
the morning.

A slight frost and a flawless sunrise greeted the
4th. A boisterous W wind arose and heavy cloud
developed after midday, coupled with a
temperature dropping markedly through the
afternoon. A Kestrel hovered over the Bloxham
road close to the main airfield gate but nothing else
was to be seen except for the odd windswept Crow.
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Heavy rain ensued after dark, but the sky cleared
before midnight with frost later on.

At this point a huge ridge of high pressure over
the eastern Atlantic had come to a standstill butting
against the southward blowing winds of an equally
large Low, immobile over Northern Europe. The
net result was bitter winds from well beyond the
Acrctic Circle, blowing down the full length of the
eastern half of the British Isles! Evidence of this
became obvious after a bright sunrise and morning
on the 5th. A very cold NNE wind developed and
vast sheets of ice crystal cloud swept across us
through the afternoon. Thankfully there was no
precipitation but showers did develop from sunset
onwards.

The 6th bore variable cloud with bright sunny
periods on a bitter Arctic wind from NNE as the
High and Low pushed against each other. The
brilliant starry night fell to —3°.

The high pressure ridge started to gain a little on
the 7th as the very cold breeze backed to WNW.
The Kestrel hovered near the airfield main gate
again and a Raven croaked occasionally from trees
near Deddington Mill. An awful, cold rain began by
4.30pm as the LP arctic air condensed the moisture
in the warmer air of the HP ridge.

A heavy ground frost of —4.5° and a clear sunrise

greeted the 8th, but it rapidly clouded over as
condensation began again. This turned to a light
rain over mid-day and it became bitterly cold
through the late afternoon as the Low fought back.
The struggle continued despite another brilliant
starry night at —1° and the 9th dawned on falling,
sleety snow through very still air. The sleet turned
to drizzly rain mid-morning, petering out under a
dense overcast of profound gloom. Rain started
again at dusk and continued throughout the night.
i Rainofalliag fsore a hedvy overcast continued
through the 10th until about 4pm when it again
turned to snow on a bitterly cold SE wind. Both day
and night temperatures stood steady at 0° and fine
snow continued into late morning on the 11th, as
the arctic air froze the moisture out of atlantic air.
This snow was very wet, quite unlike the dry,
powdery fall in January. It adhered to twigs,
branches and tree trunks in depth, strongly
weighing the branches down. Very strangely,
through the falling snow and bitter NE wind of
morning, came the calls of Green Woodpeckers
from below Steepness! Depth of level snow was 65
— 90mm (2.5" — 3.5") and there was almost no
drifting, despite the wind. And still it thawed
slowly all day in a temperature of 0°, falling to —3°
at night.

Next day, under a very still overcast, everywhere
was covered by dry, frozen snow — and back came



the birds in strength, to the feeding areas! The day
stood at 0° dropping to —4° overnight.

Through the morning of the 13th, dim images of
the sun filtered through the overcast, but from
11am snow, in both fine and large flakes, fell on
and off, until it turned to rain before sunset.

Overnight there was a big rise in temperature
and daylight revealed a landscape almost free of
snow! This rapid thaw, on impossibly saturated
land, immediately produced more huge flooding on
the R. Swere between the two Barfords. To display
their pleasure in this mild absence of snow, a group
of sevenRavens were playing with each other on
the wind, diving, chasing and croaking in the air
near Deddington Mill.

On the 15th, dominance of the H.P. ridge
produced a sunny morning on a light grass frost. In
a fresh NW breeze, a Red Kite circled slowly over
St. Michael and Green Woodpeckers laughed
below Steepness as a lovely, mild mid-winter’s day
developed.

Freezing mist and an overnight grass frost
(—2.5°) greeted a clear sunrise on the morning of
the 16th. Later, the Red Kite circled under broken
cloud over Manor Farm and, as | write these notes,
the Steepness Woodpeckers are laughing again. A
very light NW air moved very slowly to SW on a
mild afternoon of 9° but the birds have not
foresaken their feeders this time — I wonder why!
Was this second blast of snow the second winter
foretold by Candlemas? The American NE States
have just had another snowy deluge, and | reckon
we could follow suit in the last week of February.
Next Nature Notesvill hold the answer!

Plastics Fantastic

HEN ATTENDING ROAO® and events |
am often asked
about plastics. Can

the bottle tops be recycled? A

Does is have to be numbered .-’E
or 2? Can green plastics b I. P —,
that residents get confused,;

recycled? It is understandablg [
there_ are over 15 types o
plastics produced for the use O packaging
in the home.

The new contract Cherwell DC has for the
recycling of the material it collects from
householders allows more plastics to be recycled
than ever before. We have been recycling plastic
bottles for a few years now, and whether blue,
green or multicoloured all plastic bottles can be
recycled in the blue bin/box, including the bottle
tops. We have also been able to recycle other
plastic containers, such as yoghurt pots, margarine
tubs and fruit punnets. So how to make sure no
other plastics slip through thaet? We call it the
scrunch test!

Scrunch the plastic in your hand then let go. If it
goes back to its original shape then you can recycle
AGZ AT K2¢gSOSNE AG adle
plastics which we cannot recycle yet.

So imagine scrunchingp a plastic bottle, or
margarine tub, they will both pop back to their
original shape, whereas cling film, or the top of a
bacon packet will not, so we cannot recycle it.

Most supermarketsaround Barfordhave a place
to recycle the flimsy plastics likarier bags, films,
liners and the tops of fruit punnets. So you could
scrunch them into a bal and save them up to
recycle next time you pop by.

etc. just think about the scrunch test, and all your
pots, bottles, tubs and trays should be recycled in
the blue bin, whilst the films, liners and other
flimsy plastics can be saved and taken to the
supermarket.
